FARM / FACILITY PARTNERSHIP NEEDED!

EAGALA Model EAP/EAL Program in Central New Jersey!
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For the past three years we have been leasing/working out of a farm in Pittstown, NJ and that venture is now coming to an end. It will be needed for us to find a new home-farm-facility to work out of immediately.  This news was somewhat unexpected and not the best timing since our busy time is from May to October, but the farm we are at was just recently sold and the new owners are not able (or willing) to accommodate our needs as an EAGALA Model Equine Assisted Psychotherapy (EAP) program. EAGALA (Equine Assisted Growth and Learning Assoc) is present in all 50 states and over 40 countries world wide, it is an un-mounted modality that utilizes horses to help people overcome emotional, behavioral and mental health issues, paying tribute to Churchill when he said - "there is something about the outside of a horse that is extremely valuable for the inside of a man".

Spring Reins of Hope - Getting to the Horse of the Matter LLC (SRoH founded 2009) Provides EAP and EAL services for Individuals, Couples, Families and Groups as therapy for private pay. SRoH also offers EAL (Life-skills Learning) model sessions to help Organizations and Corporate Development to retain better leadership and team building skills, among other facets or professional development. In fact SRoH has been noted recently for its EAL work with Medical Students at UMNDJ with a unique elective course called Horses for Healers which teaches impeccable bedside manners to students (noted in US News & World Report, April 2013 as well as mentioned on an NBC Today Show segment, May 2013). There is a partnership - profit share opportunity with the EAL work that SRoH does.  


Spring Reins of Life - Horses, Humans & Healing 501c3 (SRoL founded 2011) which offers EAP to At Risk Youth, Bereaved Children and PTSD Veterans. All of SRoL’s work is funded by grants or tax deductible donations and offered to qualifying participants free of charge. Currently we are working with Lyons VA Medical Center and the NJJJC as well as several other organizations. What the horses can do in the arena with these populations is uncanny, life changing and in the case of the veterans - life saving!  One of our super mares just won the statewide NJVMA Service Animal Hall of Fame Award in 2013 for her healing work with SRoLife – link has video embedded.

Our needs are as follows:
· Currently 4 horses, so min of 4 stalls (would like room to grow ()

· Min of 2 turnouts (pair of geldings, pair of mares – who could integrate with other herds)

· Use of a fenced/enclosed outdoor arena, round pen or paddock 

· Use of an office / meeting room area to hold classrooms, events, and intakes

· Storage space to house our equipment (barrels, poles, cones, sponge noodles, etc)

· *Use of an indoor arena only for inclement weather with clients who are on a set schedule (ex: Lyons VA monthly visits) *not imperative but very helpful

· Need to remain within Hunterdon / Morris / Somerset – central NJ area in order to keep our existing and upcoming contracts

· To date we have paid dry stall fees + labor and then supplied all of our own bedding, hay, feed, etc. We are open to making partnership/profit share arrangements that will benefit all parties

Both companies are separately well insured for liability (PD/BI) and fully certified, trained and ethical. As for safety in this "un-mounted" work - EAGALA ran a survey in 2010 world wide. Out of over 33,000 sessions that year, only 5 sessions reported an injury, and out of that 2 required a medical professional. So with only 2 incidents out of over 33k - EAP is safer than mounted work or driving a car!  All EAP and EAL activities/sessions are vigilantly supervised and we allow NO walk-in visitors. All appointments and events are scheduled in advance.
